Dear Friends,  
 
In a brief note this month as our newsletter goes to print, I thought I would 
share with you some overall impressions of my two weeks in Scotland, where 
I engaged in round two of my Doctor of Ministry studies: 
  
• The historic roots of Reformed theology run deep in Scotland. My friend 

and classmate, Roderick Graham, leads a church in which one portion 
of the building was constructed in the ninth century! 

• The seeking of a worshipful relationship with Jesus Christ knows no 
borders. It is quite stirring to recite the Lord’s Prayer (as we did each day 
during morning prayers) and to realize that pastors from two countries 
were joining together. 

• The Sacrament of the Lord’s Supper continues to be one in which you 
feel the deep presence of the Lord. After two weeks of intense studies 
(classes from 9 a.m. to 4:30 p.m.), we concluded Friday with a 
Communion Service at King’s Chapel, constructed and dedicated back in 
the year 1509, on campus. It was one of the most moving Communions I 
have ever participated in.  

There is much more I could say about this incredible opportunity to learn 
and grow in ministry, but space does not permit. Please know that I am 
ready, willing and able to talk at a moment’s notice about the experiences 
there. I’ll also be posting up more pictures on Bakerstown’s Facebook page 
in the near future. In the meantime, I’ve missed you and am grateful to be 
home with my church family.

I’m praising God for the blessings that have 
come to us through our small group minis-
try. On Sunday, January 15th, the leaders and hosts of the 

small groups gathered in the Colonial Room for a much de-

served luncheon in their honor. While not everyone was able 
to attend, those who were there shared some wonderful stories 
of how the small group meetings they had participated in 
brought people together in a very positive and beneficial way. 
Some mentioned how it gave people a chance to get acquainted 
with church members they had not known before. Others had 
non-church members attending and saw the groups as an out-
reach tool. All said that the Rick Warren curricula was very 
helpful in facilitating conversation and was especially easy for 
leaders to use. It was exciting to hear stories of how the groups 
experienced those “holy hook-ups” that happen when the Holy 
Spirit is present. Jesus says that when two or three are gathered 
in His name, He will be present. Jesus definitely showed up 
when our small groups met. 
 
All present said that they would be willing to participate in an-
other church wide small group study in the Fall. One leader 
mentioned that it was helpful to have sermons tied to the topic 
of the week. Not surprising – we got a resounding response of 
approval when we asked if everyone enjoyed having refresh-
ments. (Although some of us mentioned that while our taste 
buds and fellowship benefitted from them, our waistlines 
probably didn’t.) A large portion of the groups are planning to 
continue in some form in the near future (before Fall). Most 
groups, however haven’t decided on when they will restart, 
what they will study, or how often and where they will meet. 
Suggestions were offered for possible study materials.  
 
All the groups are open to new members. So if you aren’t in a 
group and would like to join one, let me know and I’ll help you 
get connected. Also, if you would like to start a new group, that 
would be great and I’m here to help you. 
 
Finally I want to say thank you to those who helped us organize 
and implement this ministry. Diane Lichy recruited most of the 
leaders and hosts. June Manderfield helped by getting the pub-
licity out. Kathy Crooks led the Small Group Task force in or-
ganizing and implementing the ministry. All of these folks 
worked hard and did amazing jobs. 
 
Of course, nothing would have happened without our wonder-

New Organ & Modifications to Old Choir Loft  
 

Our church has been blessed to receive a gift from the Estate of member Harry E. 
Campbell to be used to fund a new organ for the Sanctuary. The current Rogers 
organ has served us well for many years, but has reached the end of its economic 
life. An Ad Hoc Organ Committee established by Session in early 2011 consisting 
of Chair Lynn Ross, Dee Park, Organist Harry Campbell, Doug Heere and Mike 
Herron spent a great deal of time investigating the merits of various organs and 
visiting local churches to listen to a select number of organs. In addition, Organist 
Harry Campbell and his wife Sarah traveled at their own expense to various 
churches in the eastern portion of the country to play and listen to organs that 
seemed to be good prospects. As a result of all of this effort, the Committee rec-
ommended and Session approved a contract with the Walker Technical Company 
of Zionsville, Pennsylvania for a new electronic organ. Because the existing 
Rogers organ wood console was in good condition and superior to the cabinetry provided with newer organs, it was decided to 
refurbish the console and install the new components in it. In addition to the visible console, there will be 24 new speakers and 
4 new amplifiers placed in the organ speaker chamber at the front of the Sanctuary to provide what is expected to be a remark-
able quality of sound that the congregation will enjoy for many years to come. We are expecting to be without the use of the 
organ for five Sundays beginning January 15, 2012 while the work is being done.  

In addition, while the organ work is in process, a project is being undertaken to solve two problems that have impacted our 
worship services. (1) At the request of Organist Harry Campbell the organ will be relocated a further distance from the organ 
speaker chamber so that his hearing is better protected. (2) This will allow us to provide a solution for a longstanding request 
from the Praise Band for a permanent and stable location for the drums used in our contemporary worship service to be placed 
so they do not have to be moved each Sunday. The project will entail creating a new platform for the organ and piano in the 
old choir loft close to the PowerPoint booth that will have the added benefit of making this area the same level as the existing 
chancel and will allow for the organ and piano to be moved as needed for worship needs. The drums will be moved closer to 
the front of the Sanctuary near where the organ currently is located. 

We hope you will all be excited about these changes which we expect will improve our ability to worship the Lord every    
Sunday!
